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Draw three columns on the board. Label the first column “Situations.” At the top of the second column, draw a star. At the top of the third column, draw the Death Star (a circle with a horizontal line in the middle and a small circle in the top half). Lead preteens in brainstorming a few situations in which they would need to make choices. Write those situations in the first column. For each situation, have preteens tell what a good choice would be, and write it under the star. Then have preteens tell what a bad choice would be, and write it under the Death Star. When finished, SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word for help to make God-honoring choices every day. 








Many people have to make difficult choices in the movie Rogue One: A Star Wars Story. When she grows up, Jyn has to choose whether or not to work with those who are trying to find her father in order to destroy the Death Star. But perhaps Jyn’s most difficult choice is whether or not she will follow instructions from her leaders. Jyn must either give up on what she thinks is the right thing to do or stand up for what she believes.
