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Give each preteen a sheet of paper and a pencil. Give students a few minutes to sketch the members of their family. Then encourage them to think about an activity that their family enjoys doing together. When everyone is finished, let preteens share their sketches and activities. Discuss various family structures. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and read about some families. We’ll discover that God cares about families, no matter what families look like.
