How will you plan to show humility?





Give each preteen two sheets of paper. They should label one paper “Mr. Arrogant” or “Miss Arrogant” and the other paper “Mr. Humble” or “Miss Humble.” Invite students to draw stick figures of preteens on each paper. Tell preteens to draw speech balloons and thought bubbles coming from each character. Within the balloons and bubbles for Mr. or Miss Arrogant, they should write things that an arrogant person would say and think. Within the balloons and bubbles for Mr. or Miss Humble, they should write things that a humble person would say and think. When everyone is done, let volunteers share what they wrote. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and see what Jesus teaches about showing humility.
