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Before class, mix a lot of glitter into a small bottle of hand sanitizer. Put a generous amount of the hand sanitizer on your hands, but don’t rub it in. Shake hands with a few preteens, being sure that a lot of the glitter gets on their hands. They should then shake hands with others until everyone has some glitter on their hands. Talk about how glitter spreads (even when you don’t want it to) and how hard it is hard to clean up. Ask students to compare that with gossip. SAY: Gossip spreads fast and can be very harmful. Let’s dig into God’s Word to see how we can learn to speak wisely. 








Gossip and Glitter





Last fall, when Jordan Smith performed on the TV singing competition The Voice, he wowed the crowds and gained new fans every week. In addition to his amazing voice, Jordan stood out from the other contestants because of his positive message. Jordan said he wanted to inspire hope and joy in his audience, and he chose Christian songs for many of his performances. But before long, some people started gossiping about Jordan. Some spread rumors that he was using spiritual songs just to ensure that people who are Christians would support him. The judges called him possibly the best performer to ever be on the reality competition show.
