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Divide the class into pairs. Tell partners to interview each other about their families’ last fight. Tell them to ask each other these questions: Who fought? What was it about? How did the conflict get resolved? Ask volunteers to share how their partners answered the questions. SAY: Conflicts happen in all families. Let’s dig into God’s Word to learn about a family that went through a lot of conflicts and find out what happened.


 





Experts agree that all families fight. In fact, the average family these days has about 300 fights a year. Search “family fights” on the Internet and you'll find lots of “Top 10” lists of reasons they happen. Conflicts happen between between parents, between parents and kids, between kids and kids, and even between grandparents and parents and kids. Reasons for conflicts include showing disrespect, jealousy, and breaking rules. Using electronics—when, where, and how much—is a huge reason for fights. Family conflicts can be so dramatic that TV shows use them for entertainment. Just last spring, a major cable network put out a casting call for families experiencing conflicts to appear on a new reality show about surviving conflicts. Their advertisement read, “Are you tired of your family not getting along? Are there ongoing family struggles that come up a lot?” The ad promised the adventure of a lifetime for the families who participate.
