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Are you good at following instructions? If not, you’d better start learning now. It’s been proven that following instructions is essential to doing well in school, sports, and other activities. Listening to and following directions are essential in the ability to learn in a group, to follow along in a lesson, and to understand the information being given. But some grown-ups think they no longer need to follow instructions. One expert said that most offices are filled with people who act like they are in charge—but there are few who are actually working to get the job done. Some businesses, like the transportation company Uber, have found out that it’s expensive to ignore instructions. The state of Pennsylvania recently fined them $11 million for disregarding instructions to register their company. Uber seems to have 


a real problem with following instructions; they’ve been fined by 


several other states as well for not following instructions.

Divide the class into pairs.
