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Video games have been around for more than 50 years, but a few weeks ago, an extraordinary new one burst on the scene. Experts say that the game Pokemon Go may change the gaming world forever. To play, you have to go outside and use your phone to catch wild Pokemon on the loose. Ordinary sites in neighborhoods are transformed into hangouts for the Pokemon characters. Adults have even stampeded public places, like Central Park in New York City, to catch one. Pokemon have been spotted everywhere—from sitting on a soldier’s machine gun in Iraq, to hiding in a box of chicken nuggets. The game was an immediate hit when it was released on July 8, and has since been downloaded more 10 million times.
