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Divide the class into small groups, and ask each group to come up with something in which it’s important to perform perfectly. The groups should work together to plan to act it out. When everyone is ready, let each group act out its situation while everyone else tries to guess what they’re doing. When all the groups are done, SAY: No one is perfect. Everyone has flaws and makes mistakes from time to time. Let’s dig into God’ Word to find out that God can use imperfect people.
