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Have students pair up, and give each pair two sheets of paper. Tell them to draw a large circle on each paper to represent the earth. Tell preteens to draw on one paper what they think the earth would look like if the world just happened by accident. On the other paper, tell preteens to draw the earth as created by God. Tell students to be sure to include things that make earth unique. When students are done, let pairs share what they drew. Then SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word to see what it says about the origin of the world. 


 





How did the earth get here? Many ideas are floating around out there, including the idea that ancient aliens influenced the creation of earth! But by observation, many scientists have concluded that billions of years ago our solar system was nothing but a cloud of dust swirling through empty space. They say that the cloud of dust was disturbed by something like a star exploding close by. Everything in the cloud started to pull in together, making the sun, which then spun off large balls of gas and molten liquid, which became the planets. But a study reported a few months ago says that the creation of the earth can’t really be explained by scientific observations, because the qualities that make it fit for humans to exist in make it unique. In other words, there’s nothing else to compare it to in order to figure it out. Research shows that even though there are around 700 quintillion (that’s a 7 followed by 20 zeros!) planets in the universe, there’s only one like earth.
