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Scientists aren’t sure at all how many species of animals there are (estimates range in the millions). And scientists aren’t exactly sure how many species of mammals there are (some estimates are around 5,000). But scientists are certain of one thing: humans are special, and the brain is what sets us apart the most. Some animals’ brains may be larger, but our brains allow us to reason and reflect in ways that animals cannot. New technologies are allowing scientists to study the brain in greater detail. In July, neuroscientists presented a new “brain map” that they had been able to chart. It showed 180 separate sections of the brain, each with a specific purpose. The scientists were excited because 97 of those sections had never been documented before. This new information helps scientists better understand the complexity of the brain. Study of the brain has been called the most exciting and challenging area of science for this century.

Have students brainstorm 10 chores or responsibilities they have, and write these on the board. Choose two volunteers to come to the front. The human should act out doing this as a human might, and the animal should act out doing the chore or responsibility as an animal might.
