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Draw a horizontal line on the board. Label one end “Blameless” and the other end “Guilty.” Make a mark in the middle and label it “Neither.” Tell students to pretend that they are at a friend’s party. The parents suddenly leave and things get wild! As you read some things that the preteens did, ask your students to decide where each would fall on the line. 1. Running through the house throwing pizza. 2. Watching something inappropriate on TV. 3. Sitting on a bench in the front yard. 4. Stealing a piggybank. 5. Texting your parents to come get you. 6. Being the lookout, watching for adults. When finished, SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and see what it says about being blameless. 


 





Have you ever been blamed for something you didn’t do? If so, you’re not the only one. Sometimes innocent people, like Michael Hanline, end up in prison. In 2014, Mr. Hanline was released after being in prison 36 years for a crime he didn’t commit. On October 4, people around the world observed the third annual Wrongful Conviction Day. This special day was started by an organization called the Innocence Project, to make the public more aware of people who are blamed for crimes that they didn’t commit. The Innocence Project provides support and funding to help address wrongful convictions. Since it began in 1992, the Innocence Project has helped to free almost 400 innocent men and women, who together have spent over 5,000 years in prison.
