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Hurricane Matthew had a lot of people worried when it headed toward the United States last month. More than 1.5 million people in Florida were told to leave their homes. Schools were shut down so families could get ready to leave. Government officials and news reporters warned that if people didn’t get out, there was a good chance they would die in the huge storm. And people who weren’t anywhere near the hurricane’s path worried about their friends who were. Keenan, who is 9 years old, said: “I will never forget that storm for the rest of my life. I was worried because I knew there was always a possibility that it would come and hit us.” Keenan’s family—who lives in Jacksonville, Florida—left their home and went to Alabama. Hurricane Matthew caused more than $10 billion in damage, and many people were hurt. But fortunately, when Keenan and his family returned home after the storm had passed, Keenan found that his house had not been damaged.
