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Have preteens pair up. Ask partners to tell each other something going on in their lives. Then tell them to decide together what kind of prayers they could pray to God about those things. When everyone is done, let volunteers share the kind of prayers they would offer about the things going on in their lives. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and see what Jesus has to say about the kinds of prayer we offer to God.

Many people in South Sudan, a country in the middle of Africa, were praying. South Sudan was in trouble. Since the country was established in 2011, there has been war, hunger and persecution. People have had to leave their homes. Some families live in caves or in swamps. On March 2, South Sudan President Kiir called on the people to pray for forgiveness and blessings. He said that only God could save South Sudan. “We have not been that perfect and we need to submit ourselves to Almighty through prayers,” he said.  But as the people pray for blessings, some South Sudanese people also give thanks for help from Christians. When one mother received a package of clothes, towels, soap and a sheet, she said, “I thank God for the gift that He provided us. . . . I pray that God be with you.”
