What do you think when you hear the word church? Many people believe that the church is someplace to go to, a building for worship. For instance, Hindus go to a temple, Jewish people go to a synagogue, and Muslims go to a mosque. People of the Christian faith usually call their buildings churches, although sometimes, when their buildings have special features, they may be called cathedrals or chapels. Some Christians, however, don’t think of a building at all when they hear the word church. Some Christians meet in school buildings and empty stores. To help them transform those buildings into places of worship, these Christians might buy a “Church in a Box” or a “Church on Wheels” to help them have everything they need to setup for church services each week.
