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Remembering





Give each student a slip of paper and a pencil. Pair up preteens. Tell them to write down one personal characteristic of their partners that would help them remember their partners. Tell preteens that this must be a positive characteristic and that nothing negative will be allowed. When preteens are done, collect the papers. Read what’s written on one of the papers, and ask preteens to guess who it’s about. Do the same for all the papers. SAY: There are lots of ways we remember people—from personal characteristics to keeping photos or friendship bracelets. Let’s dig into God’s Word to learn about a way that Jesus wants us to remember Him.

If you want to see war memorials, go to the National Mall in Washington, D.C. There you will see statues, buildings, fountains, and works of art to honor soldiers. This year marks the 35th anniversary of the Vietnam Veterans Memorial, one of the most unusual memorials that’s a part of the National Mall. The Vietnam Veterans Memorial is a long, black, granite wall; engraved on it are the names of soldiers who were either killed in battle or declared missing during the Vietnam War. About three million people visit the Vietnam Veterans Memorial each year, sometimes leaving things such as letters, flowers, or teddy bears. Someone even left a motorcycle with a license plate that read “Hero.” Members of the Vietnam Veterans Memorial Fund have been collecting photos of the soldiers for many years for a virtual Wall of Faces. So far, 50,000 photos have been collected.
