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On the board, draw two large suitcases. Label one “Home” and the other one “School.” Divide the class into two groups and assign each group one of the suitcases. Tell students to come up with a list of conflicts that could happen at either home or school and to write their ideas in the suitcases. After a few minutes, have volunteers from each group read what their group wrote. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and see what it says about conflicts and what we should do about them.
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Have you ever a seen a conflict start because someone would not move when he was told to? Or how about when someone would not put her belongings in the right place? Or maybe even because people didn’t get the snack they wanted when they wanted it? Conflicts happen all the time, but these made news because they were all between adults and they all happened on airplanes. But not all flying-related conflicts have taken place on planes. In April, one passenger followed the pilot off the plane and attacked him for taking up too much room in the aisle. In June, videos were taken of people shoving and screaming at a Florida airport when their flights were canceled. Because there have already been so many flight-related conflicts this year, 2017 has been called the “official year of the airplane brawl.”
