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Ask two volunteers to do some acting. Take them aside and tell them to act out walking together, doing lots of different actions—such as hopping, bending over, walking backward, and so forth—until you tell them to stop. But tell them not to talk. Have half the class turn around and close their eyes. The other half of the class is to watch the volunteers. When you call time, ask the students with their eyes closed to turn around and open their eyes. Ask the eyewitnesses to report to the others everything that they saw. When they’re finished, SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word to find out about people who were eyewitnesses to the greatest event ever!
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American John Finney and his family were having a great time vacationing in Paris. John and his wife were celebrating their 30th wedding anniversary. It was 9:02 p.m. All of a sudden, they noticed someone dressed all in black; then they heard gun shots.
