Meeting Needs

Lesson 10





On the board, draw a Venn diagram (two overlapping circles). Label one circle “Family” and the other circle “Jesus.” Ask preteens to brainstorm needs that they have. Then let students write those needs in the circle where they believe those needs can be met. For the needs that are written in both circles, write those in the overlapping area. Talk about the difference in the needs listed, and note how some needs can only be met by Jesus. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word to find out about a man and his family who needed Jesus. 


 





In the United States, there are about 400,000 kids in foster care.
